SECOND LESSON

Revelation 20:1-6
Christ and his saints in heaven rule over Satan.

Then I saw an angel coming down from heaven. He had the key to the abyss and a great chain in his
hand. 2 He seized the dragon, the ancient serpent, who is the Devil and Satan, bound him for a thousand
years, 3threw him into the abyss, locked it, and set a seal on it, so that he could no longer deceive the
nations until the thousand years come to an end. After this he must be released for a short time.

4Then [ saw thrones, and those who were sitting on them were given the authority to judge. And [ saw
the souls of those who had been beheaded because of their testimony about Jesus and because of the
word of God. They had not worshipped the beast and his image, and they did not receive his mark on
their forehead and on their hand. They lived and reigned with Christ a thousand years. 5 (The rest of the
dead did not live until the thousand years came to an end.) This is the first resurrection.

6 Blessed and holy is the one who has a share in the first resurrection. The second death has no power
over them. Instead they will be priests of God and of Christ. And they will reign with him for a thousand
years.

Mark 3:20-35

They went into a house. A crowd gathered again so that they were not even able to eat a meal. 21 When
his own people heard this, they went out to take control of him, because they were saying, “He is out of
his mind.”

22 The experts in the law who came down from Jerusalem were saying, “He is possessed by Beelzebul,”
and “He drives out demons by the ruler of demons.”

23Jesus called them together and spoke to them in parables. “How can Satan drive out Satan? 24If a
kingdom is divided against itself, that kingdom cannot stand. 25 And if a house is divided against itself,
that house cannot stand. 26 And if Satan has risen up against himself and is divided, he cannot stand but
is finished. 27 On the other hand, no one can enter a strong man’s house to steal his possessions unless
he ties up the strong man first. Then he can plunder his house. 28 Amen I tell you: Everything will be
forgiven people, their sins and whatever blasphemies they may speak. 22 But whoever blasphemes
against the Holy Spirit will never have forgiveness, but is guilty of an eternal sin.”

Jesus Works Against Satan

When is the last time you went to the zoo and saw a lion? Why did you feel safe seeing a lion even though lions
are strong, ferocious animals with sharp teeth? Chances are you were standing behind a fence of some kind—a
strong barrier between you and the lion. But if you jumped the fence and stood next to the lion, you would have
every reason to not feel safe!

This week we’ll be talking about Satan, our enemy The Bible calls him a lion that’s prowling around, looking for
someone to eat. Yikes! We want to be aware of Satan’s power and his desire to take down Christians because
he is against God.

We’'ll also be talking about the many ways Jesus is like a barrier between us and Satan. As long as we’re standing
next to Jesus, he’ll keep us safe from Satan.

In our verses for today, Jesus points out that fact. Satan, who is only evil, and Jesus, who is only good, are
enemies. Jesus went around driving demons out of people to help them. But some people accused Jesus of
being on Satan’s side. They said he was using Satan’s power to drive out demons.

Jesus points out how silly that sounds. Why would Satan be against himself? The truth is Jesus and Satan are
total opposites of each other.

Satan (and anyone against God) is not on your side. He is actually looking to harm you. BUT—you can live with
confidence each day because Jesus is on your side and is against Satan. Best of all, he is stronger than Satan.

He’s like an impenetrable barrier between you and Satan!

So, knowing this, you’re wise not to mess around with Satan or anything against God. How does Satan try to
mess with us? Satan likes to use lies to deceive us. He also tries to use accusations and guilt to drive us to despair.

Surround yourself with God’s Word and God’s people who can point out Satan’s lies that you might be tempted
to believe. Any time you feel Satan accusing you, just tell him “Jesus is on my side!”

e Why does the Bible call the devil a lion?

e Think of two different ways that Satan tries to mess with us.

e Discuss at least two common lies that Satan tries to get you and others to believe. How can you
combat these lies?

e Satan likes to try and destroy us with accusations and guilt. What’s the way God wants you to deal with
your guilt?
